Eden Golan is in Sweden for the 
Eurovision Song Contest, but she 
is not seeing much of the country. 

The 20-year-old Israeli singer is 
surrounded by security as she 
travels between hotel and the con-
test venue in the city of Malmo. Ac-
cording to Israel's public broad-
caster, she practised singing while 
being booed to prepare for her per-
formance in the pan-continental 
song competition. 

Golan has become a focus for 
protests by pro-Palestinian demon-
strators who want Israel kicked 
out of Eurovision over its war 
against Hamas, which has killed 
almost 35,000 people in Gaza, as per 
a report by the AP. 

A crowd estimated by police at 
more than 10,000 marched through 
the southern Swedish city on 
Thursday to chants of "Free Pales-
tine" and "Israel is a terror state." 
Banners accused Eurovision of be-
ing complicit in genocide and 
called for a boycott of the competi-

tion. 
Another protest march is 

planned for Saturday, hours before 
Golan competes in the live Eurovi-
sion final against acts from 25 
other countries. 

Golan has largely stayed out of 
sight in Malmo, apart from re-
hearsals and performances at the 
Malmo Arena. While other per-
formers have taken the stage for 
fans in a Eurovision park in the 
city, Golan has not. 

She was one of 10 acts who made 
it through Thursday's semifinal, 
which was decided by votes from 
Eurovision viewers around the 
world.  

Golan has been greeted with a 
smattering of boos, as well as ap-
plause, from spectators in the are-
na. Bookmakers say she is likely to 
finish in the top half of the final 
competition, decided by a mix of 
public votes and national music-in-
dustry juries. 

Israeli Prime Minister 
Benjamin Netanyahu praised 
Golan for performing despite "con-
tending with an ugly wave of anti-
Semitism."  "So be blessed, 
and know that when they boo you, 
we are cheering you on," he said. 

Golan's song is a powerful ballad 
titled "Hurricane" - but that was 
not its original name.  The 
song was first called "October 
Rain," an apparent reference to the 
October 7 Hamas attack that killed 
about 1,200 Israelis and triggered 
the Gaza war. It fell foul of contest 
rules banning "political" content.

Faculty demand UCLA  
chancellor resignation

Nearly 900 members of the Univer-
sity of California (UC) faculty and 
staff have been calling on Gene 
Block, chancellor of the University 
of California, Los Angeles (UCLA), 
to resign over the university's re-
sponse to pro-Palestinian protests 
on campus, IANS reported. 

 "We will not stand by as our stu-
dents are assaulted and silenced," 
said the group in an online 
petition, Xinhua news agency re-
ported. 

"We remain committed to pro-
tecting our students' safety and 
their right to protest, assemble, 
and speak freely." 

A total of 895 people from the 10-

campus public university system 
have signed the petition as of 
Thursday night. Of them, 642 are 
from UCLA. 

In the petition, the group said 
that they demand that UCLA rec-
ommend all legal charges be 
dropped and grant full amnesty to 
all students, staff and faculty in-
volved in the encampment and 
peaceful protest. 

"Following the violent and ag-
gressive police sweep of the Pales-
tine Solidarity Encampment on 
May 2, 2024, resulting in more than 
200 students, faculty, and staff ar-
rested while peacefully protesting, 
it has become obvious that Chan-
cellor Block has failed our univer-
sity," said the petition.

Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelenskyy dismissed the head of 
the state guards after allegations that two members were 
involved in a plot to assassinate him, Al Jazeera reported.  

Zelenskyy fired the former leader of the state guards, Serhiy 
Rud, on Thursday, adding that the decision came after the State 
Security Service (SBU) said that it had uncovered an assassina-
tion plot against Zelenskyy and other important officials. 

According to SBU, two men, both colonels in the state guard, 
had planned to take Zelenskyy hostage and later assassinate him.  

Other important officials, including SBU head Vasyl Maliuk 
and Kyrylo Budanov, the military intelligence agency's head, 
were also said to be targets of the foiled plot.

44 still buried  
under rubble 
Cape Town: 44 construction 
workers are still buried in the 
rubble of a five-story apartment 
complex that collapsed in South 
Africa on Monday, with rescuers 
facing the challenge of moving 
thousands of tons of concrete in 
search for survivors. The death toll 
from the collapse rose to nine after 
a worker who was in critical 
condition died in the hospital, 
authorities said. Of the 28 workers 
rescued from the site, 21 were in 
critical condition or had life-
threatening injuries.City authorities 
said it was still a rescue rather than 
a recovery operation, but no 
survivors have been located or 
brought out since Wednesday 
 
Aware of BSF  
action: US 
Washington: The United States is 
aware of the reports regarding Border 
Security Forces (BSF) action at the 
Bangladesh-India border, US State 
Department Spokesperson Matthew 
Miller said.Addressing a press briefing 
on Thursday, Miller noted that Indian 
and Bangladeshi border security 
agencies are in communication and 
he would defer to them to speak 
about their respective investigations 
into the circumstances of the 
shooting. Miller's statement came in 
the wake of media reports claiming 
that BSF killed two Bangladeshi men 
in Panchagarh's Tetulia upazila on 
May 8.

BULLETIN Chad's military ruler wins election, 

Opposition disputes result

Chad's military leader, Mahamat 
Deby Itno, was declared the winner 
of this week's presidential election, 
according to provisional results re-
leased Thursday. The results were 
contested by his main rival, Prime 
Minister Succès Masra, the AP re-
ported. 

  The national agency that 
manages Chad's election released re-
sults of Monday's vote weeks earlier 
than planned. The figures showed 
Deby Itno won with just over 61 per 
cent of the vote, with the runner-up 
Masra falling far behind with over 
18.5 per cent of the vote. Gunfire 
erupted in the capital following the 
announcement, though it was un-
clear if it was celebratory.  

Preliminary results were initially 
expected on May 21. 

Chad held its long delayed presi-
dential election following three years 
of military rule, a vote that analysts 
widely expected the incumbent to 
win. Deby Itno, also known as Ma-
hamat Idriss Deby, seized power 
after his father, who spent three 
decades in power, was killed fighting 
rebels in 2021. 

The oil-exporting country of 
nearly 18 million people hasn't had a 
free-and-fair transfer of power since 
it became independent in 1960 after 
decades of French colonial rule. 

Hours ahead of Thursday's an-
nouncement, Masra published a 
speech on Facebook accusing the au-

thorities of planning to manipulate 
the outcome. 

During the 11-minute speech, Mas-
ra appeared in a blue suit at a 
podium with the national flag in the 
background and claimed victory, 
saying the incumbent was planning 
to reverse the outcome of the vote.
