A 52-year-old woman
associated with the Islamic
State group went on trial
on Monday in Sweden on
charges of genocide, and
war crimes against Yazidi
women and children in
Syria. Lina Laina Ishaq is
accused of committing the
crimes between 2014-2016
in Syria’s Ragga. The
crimes took place under IS
rule in Ragga, where Ishaqg
was living at the time.
Under IS rule, Yazidis were
“regarded as property and
subjected to sexual
slavery, forced labor, and
extrajudicial executions,”
the prosecutor said.

Hamas, Hezbollah launch

The Qassam Brigades, the
armed wing of Hamas, issued
a statement claiming responsi-
bility for a rocket attack on
southern Israel on what is the
Ist anniversary of the bloody
war between Israel and
Hamas that has increasingly
involved other Middle Eastern
nations in recent times.

The Qassam Brigades said it
launched a number of Radium
rockets at Israeli military posi-
tions at Al-Awdah (known as
Sufa to Israelis), Holit and
Karem Abu Salem (known as
Kerem Shalom to Israelis), as
well as Israeli troops at the
Rafah border crossing, accord-
ing to Al Jazeera. It was the
first attack by Palestinian
fighters on a big Israeli city
since August.

The Israeli military mean-
while said on X that it
“thwarted an immediate
threat, following early prep-
arations and the identification
of an intention by [Hamas] to
fire at Israel”. The military said
its fighter jets bombed
Hamas’s launchers and tunnels
in Gaza.

The Times of Israel, citing
the Israeli military, added that
the Israeli attacks took place
shortly before 6:30am (03:30
GMT), the moment Hamas
fighters launched a surprise at-
tack on southern Israel a year
ago. Further details of the at-
tack are still under investiga-
tion. The statement advised
citizens to “continue to obey
the directives of the Home
Front Command”.

Quds Force hoss in ‘good health’

Iran’s top commander of the
Quds Force, Esmail Qaani, is
in “good health” following re-
ports hed been out of con-
tact since strikes on
Lebanon’s capital Beirut last
week. Qaani “is carrying out
his activities. Some ask us to
issue a statement ... there is
no need for this,” his deputy
Iraj Masjedi was quoted as

saying by state media. One
Iranian security source pre-
viously told Reuters Qaani
was in Beirut’s southern sub-
urbs during an Israeli strike
last week that reportedly tar-
geted senior Hezbollah offi-
cial Hashem Safieddine. The
Quds Force is part of Iran’s
Islamic Revolutionary Guard
Corps (IRGC) and coor-
dinates with regional mil-
itias, including Hezbollah.

Hezbollah followed suit
later in the day, launching a
barrage of rockets towards the
city of Haifa in Northern Israel.
Reports suggest at least 10
people have been injured.

It was the first time the port
city has been hit since the war

on Gaza began a year ago. Ear-
lier in the day, in commem-
oration of the one-year
anniversary of Hamas’ attack,
Israel's Defence Minister Yoav
Gallant labeled the group as
‘satanic killers.

In a post on X, Gallant said,

A flourishing and prosper-
ous region was harmed by sa-
tanic killers with only one
thing in their eyes - the de-
struction and destruction of Is-
rael.” "Today, more than ever,
we carry a deep commitment
to continue doing everything
necessary to defend the home-
land and to be worthy of the
legacy of our loved ones, our
fallen comrades - citizens and
soldiers.

UN Secretary-General
Antonio Guterres similarly
criticized the ‘abhorrent acts of
Hamas’ The October 7th at-
tack scarred souls - and on this
day we remember all those
who were brutally killed and
suffered unspeakable violence
as they were simply living
their lives," Guterres said in his
message.

Giving his first solo inter-
view ahead of the US General
Elections due early in No-
vember this year, Walz called

for Israeli hostages to be re-
leased and to bring an end to
the humanitarian crisis in
Gaza but said that "Iran is at
the heart of this," noting
"their proxies bring dis-
ruption throughout the re-
gion.", the Hill reported.

According to Al Jazeera,
Walz has taken a more con-
ciliatory approach towards
the Israel-Hamas conflict.

Earlier this year in March,
he told Minnesota Public
Radio, "Israel has the right to
defend itself, and the atroc-
ities of October 7 are unac-
ceptable, but Palestinian
civilians being caught in this,
has got to end." During the
vice-presidential debate too,
this was observed. Walz
quoted, "Israel's ability to be
able to defend itself is abso-
lutely fundamental, and end-
ing the humanitarian crisis in
Gaza."

His views on America' role
in Israel are, as he says, "an
absolute, fundamental
necessity for the United
States to have the steady
leadership there".

In his interview to Fox
News, he said, "We have al-
ways said we reserve the right
to protect American troops,
our allies in the region, and
that there are consequences
for Iran," he later added. "So

Ukraine strikes
Russian oil hub

Ukraine’s military said it
struck a major oil terminal
Monday in Crimea that pro-
vides fuel for Russia’s war ef-
fort as Ukrainian President
Volodymyr Zelenskyy said the
war has entered a key phase,
according to ABC News.

Ukraine’s General Staff said
on social media that the oil ter-
minal in Feodosia, on the
south coast of the Russia-occu-
pied Crimea Peninsula, has
been supplying the Russian
army with fuel and that the
strike was part of an ongoing
effort to “undermine the mili-
tary and economic potential of
the Russian Federation.”

Russian authorities in the
Feodosia on the coast of the
Black Sea reported a fire at the
terminal on Monday morning
but did not say what might
have caused it.

Late on Sunday, Zelenskyy
said the war is in “a very im-
portant phase” as the Ukrain-
ian army works hard to hold
the Russian forces at bay in the
east while also holding ground
in Russia’s Kursk border re-
gion, which it captured two
months ago. Ukraine needs to
“put pressure on Russia in the
way that’s necessary for Russia
to realize that the war will gain
them nothing," Zelenskyy said.
