UK to deploy war
crimes experts to
support Ukraine
London: The UK will deploy a team of
war crimes experts to support Ukraine
with investigations into Russian actions
in the ongoing conflict, Foreign
Secretary Liz Truss announced on
Friday. The specialist team will assist
the Ukrainian government as they
gather evidence and prosecute war
crimes and will include experts in
conflict-related sexual violence. They
will arrive in Poland in early May and
meet international partners, NGOs,
refugees and the Ukrainian
government to scope out the
assistance they can provide.
“Russia has brought barbarity
to Ukraine and committed vile
atrocities, including against
women. British expertise will
help uncover the truth and
hold Putin's regime to account
for its actions. Justice will be
done,” Truss said.

Pushback claims:
EU border chief
offers resignation
BRUSSELS: The head of the
European Union's border
agency has offered to resign
after allegations that Frontex
was involved in illegal
pushbacks of migrants,
according to the European
Commission and a German
Interior Ministry spokesperson.
The ministry spokesperson,
Maximilian Kall, said on Friday
that the board of the European
Border and Coast 
Guard Agency, known as
Frontex, was meeting to
consider the situation. 
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Ethnic tensions push Iran-Afghanistan relations to the edge
KABUL: After border tensions, ethnic tensions also erupted between Kabul and Tehran after
an Afghan immigrant stabbed three Iranian clerics into a holy shrine in Iran killing two of
them and severely wounding the third one.The incident took place at Imam Reza Shrine in
the northeastern city of Mashhad. Following the attack diplomatic tensions intensified
between the countries, reported NYT.

SL Prez agrees to interim
govt sans brother as PM

To end the current political
deadlock, Sri Lankan Presi-
dent Gotabaya Rajapaksa has

agreed to form an interim,
all-party government with a
fresh cabinet, dropping his
elder brother Mahinda Ra-
japaksa as Prime Minister,
former President Maithri-
pala Sirisena announced on
Friday. Sirisena met Presi-
dent Rajapaksa along with
representatives of  11 politi-
cal parties who supported
Rajapaksa to come to power
but decided to stand inde-
pendent following the recent
political crisis.

The 11 parties which had
insisted on removing PM

Mahinda Rajapaksa and the
cabinet as a solution to the
ongoing political impasse,
had also demanded that Fri-
day's meeting could only be
with President Gotabaya Ra-

japaksa but not with anyone
else.

According to Sirsena, ap-
pointment of  a new PM and
the Cabinet of  the interim
government is to be done by
the national Assembly con-
sisting of  the leaders of  all
political parties. “President
Rajapaksa is ready to form
an interim government, if

all the political parties repre-
sented in Parliament agree to
do so,” he said.

At Friday's discussion, the
President also agreed to es-
tablish a National Council,
which will decide on the ap-
pointment of  a Prime Minis-
ter, Cabinet of  Ministers, In-
spector General of  Police, At-
torney General, and the Min-
istry Secretaries. The inter-
im cabinet of  ministers
would be limited to 15 or 20,
Sirisena told the media.

COLOMBO: At least nine out of
ten Sri Lankans have opined that
Prime Minister Mahinda
Rajapaksa should resign, and that
the embattled Rajapaksa family
should leave politics, according to
a poll, held amidst the worst
economic crisis that has hit the
country. As many as 89.6 per cent
Sri Lankans believe that the entire
Rajapaksa family should leave Sri
Lankan politics, with 87.3 per cent
supporting the demand that
President Gotabaya Rajapaksa
should also resign.

According to a poll by the
Centre for Policy Alternatives, 89.7
per cent of those polled said that
PM Mahinda Rajapaksa should
resign. Nearly 75 per cent of those
surveyed believe the executive
presidency should be abolished
and more than half the country or
55 per cent want all 225 MPs to
resign, said the Confidence in
Democratic Governance Index.
The index carried out using a
semi-structured questionnaire
with 1,200 sample respondents
from the four main ethnic
communities, including men and
women from both urban and rural
localities in all districts.

India sends 760 kg of
critical lifesaving meds
COLOMBO: With the overarching
aim of providing critical medical aid
to Sri Lanka during the ongoing
economic crisis, Indian Naval Ship
Gharial, as part of Mission SAGAR
IX, arrived at Colombo on Friday
and delivered over 760 kilograms of
107 types of critical lifesaving medi-
cines. The shipment was received
by Health Minister of Sri Lanka,
Channa Jayasumana.

Global Covid caseload tops 512.2 mn
WASHINGTON: The global coronavirus caseload has
topped 512.5 million, while the deaths have surged to
more than 6.23 million and vaccinations to over 11.33
billion, according to the Johns Hopkins University. In its
latest update, the University's Center for Systems Science

and Engineering revealed that current global caseload and
the death toll stood at 512,225,941 and 6,230,957,
respectively, while the total number of doses given
increased to 11,334,817,928. The US continues to be the
worst-hit country with the highest number of cases and
deaths at 81,249,259 and 993,156, respectively.
