‘Army hows
at PM’s feet'..

MPCC president Jitu Pat-
wari said the BJP was pro-
tecting the ministers instead
of acting against them.

“It seems the BJP has
launched a campaign to in-
sult the armed forces,” Pat-
wari said. The party will
burn the effigies of Devda
and Shah on Saturday. BJP’s
media in charge, Ashish
Agarwal, tried to save Devda,
saying, “As you think, so shall
you see.” The Congress is
passing through this syn-
drome. The Congress does
not respect the Indian armed
forces. This is the reason that
they are drawing such ab-
surd inferences from a state-
ment, Agarwal said.

Police reached the spot
and began investigation. Ra-
jesh’s motorcycle and a bag
were recovered from the
crime scene. Kotwali TI
Manish Kumar said the in-
itial investigation suggests it
was a case of robbery fol-
lowed by murder.

The Hillary Step is located
in the 'death zone', an area
between 8,000-metre (26,250
ft) high South Col and the
summit where the level of
natural oxygen is inadequate
for survival. "Efforts are
underway to bring his body
down to the base camp. The
cause of his death will be
known only after post mor-
tem," Bhandari said. Philipp
I Santiago, 45, from the Phil-
ippines, died late on Wed-
nesday at the South Col while
he was on his way up, said
Himal Gautam, a tourism de-
partment official. Santiago
was tired when he reached
the fourth high camp and
died while resting in his tent,
Gautam added.

Nepal has issued 459 per-
mits to climb Everest during
the current season that ends
in May.

In a codeshare partner-
ship, one carrier markets
and the other operates as a
result of an agreement be-
tween two carriers to sell
seats on each other’s flights
to offer customers a large
variety of destinations to
choose. Under this arrange-
ment, a flight ticket booked
on the flight number of the
carrier could well be oper-
ated by another airline.

IndiGo told The Free Press
Journal that international
travel has become more ac-
cessible and affordable
through the codeshare
agreement. It said the on-
going air traffic between
India and Turkey needs to be
viewed in the context of the
air services agreement (ASA)
between the two countries
and the overall construct of
international air services to
and from India.
