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US tariff hits exports hard 
TRADE WAR| Stalin says TN’s textile industry has been impacted 
badly, Opposition demands retaliotary measure from Centre

Tamil Nadu Chief Minister 
MK Stalin on Thursday ex-
pressed serious concern 
over the United States’ roll 

out of its decision to hike 
tariffs on textile imports to 
50%. He said the move has 
significantly impacted the 
state’s exports, especially 
from Tiruppur district, a 
leading textile hub. 

Taking to social media, 
Stalin said, “The #USTariff 
hike to 50% has hit Tamil 
Nadu’s exports hard, es-
pecially #Tiruppur’s textile 
hub, causing a trade impact 
of nearly Rs 3,000 crore and 
putting thousands of jobs at 
risk. I reiterate my demands 

to the Union Government 
for immediate relief and 
structural reforms to safe-
guard our industries and 
workers.” 

The Chief Minister also 
shared a news report citing 

the Es 3,000 crore trade im-
pact on Tamil Nadu’s textile 
sector due to the tariff in-
crease, underscoring the se-
verity of the situation. 

Earlier this month, Stalin 
had written to Prime Min-
ister Narendra Modi, warn-
ing of the detrimental effects 
of the US tariffs on Tamil 
Nadu’s export-oriented sec-
tors, particularly textiles.  

In his letter, he high-
lighted the growing threat of 
layoffs and urged the Union 
government to act swiftly by 

providing a special financial 
relief package for exporters. 
Besides, he pointed out that 
inputs gathered from indus-
try consultations empha-

sised two immediate areas 
needing attention: the cor-
rection of the inverted duty 
structure under the GST for 
the man-made fiber value 

chain — by bringing the en-
tire chain under a uniform 
5% GST slab — and the 
exemption of import duty 
on all.

BLOC BASHED FOR SLANG ON PM MODI, MOM

Union Ministers Rajiv Ranjan 
Singh aka Lalan Singh and 
Chirag Paswan on Thursday 
came down heavily on Con-
gress leader Rahul Gandhi and 
RJD`s Tejashwi Yadav over the 
use of abusive language against 
Prime Minister Narendra 

Modi and his late mother from 
a dais during Voter Adhikar 
Yatra. 

The incident took place in 
Darbhanga on Wednesday 
when Rahul, Tejashwi and 
other senior leaders of INDIA 
bloc were not present on the 
dais. A video of the incident 
shows derogatory language 
being used allegedly by Con-
gress workers against Modi 
from the dais, which had 

posters of Rahul, Priyanka 
Gandhi Vadra and Tejashwi. 
Workers were heard chanting 
the name of Youth Congress 
leader Mohammad Naushad, a 
local Congress leader, who is 
aspiring for a ticket in this 
year's elections. 

However, Naushad claimed 
he had already left the venue 
with Rahul Gandhi for a rally 
in Muzaffarpur 15-20 minutes 
before the incident. 

Meanwhile, BJP lodged an 
FIR against Naushad on Thurs-
day in this connection. 

Addressing a press confer-
ence at the BJP headquarters, 
party spokesperson and MP 
Sambit Patra quipped that it 
was with great sorrow” that he 
is having to raise the issue and 
charged that the Congress has 
crossed all limits of political 
decency and decorum. 

“Today, the dignity of lan-

guage has been torn apart 
with the use of such bitter, vul-
gar language against the Prime 
Minister and his late mother, 
for which that party should 
feel ashamed today,” he said. 

Patra also quipped that the 
Congress party, which once as-
sociated itself with Mahatma 
Gandhi, has now turned into 
an abusive party. 

“Today, the party that con-
nects itself to the so-called 

freedom struggle has become 
a party of abuses. This is not 
Mahatma Gandhi's party, but 
the so-called fake Gandhi fam-
ily's party.” 

On the other hand, Bihar 
Congress spokesperson Dr 
Snehashish Vardhan Pandey 
alleged that BJP IT cell had 
doctored the video as his party 
could never indulge in such a 
behaviour. 

Senior JD (U) leader and 

union minister Lalan Singh 
said, “Indecent, insulting, and 
uncivilised remarks are being 
made openly from Rahul Gan-
dhi's platforms against a per-
son holding a constitutional 
position like the Prime Min-
ister.” 

 Chirag said, “There can be 
differences of opinion in 
politics, but there is no place 
for indecency and inappropri-
ate language.”

Removal of duty on US 
cotton a fatal blow to 
farmers: Kejriwal

Aam Aadmi Party (AAP) na-
tional convenor and former 
Delhi Chief Minister Arvind 
Kejriwal on Thursday accused 
the Centre of betraying 
farmers by removing the 11 
per cent import duty on cot-
ton, alleging that the move 
was taken under pressure 
from the US. 

Kejriwal said the decision 
would render domestic 
farmers uncompetitive, as US 
cotton would now be available 
Rs 15-20 cheaper per kg than 
Indian cotton. 

He claimed that India's tex-
tile industry will procure 
cheaper imports before Oc-
tober, leaving Indian farmers 
without buyers when their 
produce reaches the market. 

"Farmers have invested 
heavily in cotton by taking 
loans. This decision of the 
Modi government will render 
their hard work meaningless”.  

‘India must impose 
higher tariffs on US 
imports’  
New Delhi: Arvind Kejriwal 
on Thursday demanded that 
India impose higher tariffs 
on US imports and asserted 
that the whole country will 
support this decision. 

Addressing a press con-
ference, Kejriwal alleged 
that the BJP-led Central gov-
ernment has decided to 
waive off 11 per cent duty on 
cotton imported from the 
US, which could impact the 
business of local farmers 
here. There was no immedi-
ate reaction from the Cen-
tral government. Stating 
that Prime Minister Nar-
endra Modi's decision could 
prove detrimental to India's 
farmers, the AAP chief de-
manded that the govern-
ment impose higher tariffs 
on US imports.
