he ABP-CVOTER-
IANS BATTLE FOR
THE STATES -

WAVE 1 is projecting a 4-1
scoreline in favour of  the
BJP in the five states going
to the polls in early 2022 --
Punjab, UP, Goa, Manipur
and Uttarakhand.

The BJP is ahead of  the
pack in UP, Uttarakhand,
Goa and Manipur. The
AAP is currently leading
as the single largest party
in Punjab, slightly short of
the majority mark.

AAP has emerged as a
principal challenger or a
close third party in Pun-
jab, Goa and Uttarakhand.

Congress is facing severe
infighting across all the
state units with Punjab
and Manipur being the
worst-hit. UP has SP and
BSP vying for second and
third spot, respectively.
UTTARAKHAND

Despite following a re-
volving door policy vis-a-vis

its CMs, the BJP is projected
to win the state. The BJP is
projected to win 43% vote
share and 46 seats. Congress
is projected to poll 33% vote
share despite a spirited fight
by its local unit. This vote
share may translate into 21
seats. Key reason for this
surprise performance by the
BJP is AAP's rise in the hill
state. AAP is projected to
poll 15% vote share thus tak-
ing away a large share of

anti-incumbency votes that
were to head the Congress
way. Harish Rawat is pre-
ferred by 31% as CM choice,
incumbent CM Pushkar
Singh Dhami is placed sec-
ond at 22.5%. Anil Baluni of
the BJP is placed a close
third with 19% popularity
points. Colonel Kothiyal of
AAP is preferred CM choice
of  10% of  Uttarakhandis.

GOA

Goa is just like the case of

Uttarakhand when it
comes to BJP-INC-AAP dy-
namics. BJP is in the pole
position with a projected
vote share of  39% and a
seat share of  24 seats. Ex-
cept that BJP's lead in the
state is also reinforced by a
popular leader. BJP CM
Pramod Sawant leads his
nearest rival from the AAP
by a full 19 per cent points.
Currently he is preferred
by 33 per cent Goans as the

most preferred candidate
for CM's post. AAP is pro-
jected to emerge as the
principal opposition party
dethroning the INC. AAP
is projected to win 15 per
cent vote share and 5 seats.
While the INC is projected
to win 15 per cent vote
share and 5 seats.

MANIPUR

BJP alliance is slated to
win the state with 41% vote
share and 34 seats. It is sig-

nificant as it signals the geo-
graphic diversity of  BJP's
ability to beat anti-incum-
bency across many regions.

The sample size for the sur-
vey was 81,006 in 5 states cov-
ering 690 Assembly seats.
This state poll is part of
largest independent  survey
tracker series carried out in
India over the last 22 years,
conducted by independent
international polling
agency CVoter.

CJI unhappy with new
virtual hearing software

Senior lawyers have been complaining
about problems they face in the virtual
hearing by the Supreme Court, but it was
the turn of  Chief  Justice of  India N V Ra-
mana himself  airing his unhappiness in
the open court over the new software re-
cently installed for the virtual hearing.

He wants the new software removed lat-
est by the next court sitting on Monday.
"Take out this software and bring the old
one. I am very unhappy with this one,” he
told the court officials and technicians
present in the courtroom, with the lawyers
online surprised at the CJI himself  realis-
ing problems with the software.

His decision to remove the new software
came within days of  the Court moving to
Cisco from the previous one Vidyo. Both
Cisco and Vidyo softwares are from two
American companies having their branch-
es in India. The lawyers facing trouble

with Vidyo had thought the
situation will improve with
the shift to Cisco, but not so.

Months of  virtual court
hearings since March last
year through Vidyo had seen
the lawyers complaining
poor connectivity, echoes
and other disruptions. On

several occasions, the judges too recorded
their unhappiness over the technical in-
terruptions and echo. 

In January, a Bench led by Justice Sanjay
Kishan Kaul had put on record its inabili-
ty to work satisfactorily with the virtual
court system due to resonance of  own voic-
es, noting that Delhi High Court did not re-
port such problems. Journalists, who were
provided a mobile app by the court in the
month of  May to listen and view the virtu-
al hearing, have been also complaining
about the patchy reception.  There are days
when several courtrooms are not accessi-
ble on the app and the spcial bench hear-
ings are invariably unavailable on this
app.It worsened after introduction of  the
Cisco software.

Survey projects 4-1 scoreline for BJP in '22 polls
In UP, the BJP (NDA) is notching 42% vote
share as per the survey figures. This is despite
the anger from certain section of Brahmin
voters. SP is a distant second with a vote share
projection of 30% votes and BSP is projected to
poll 16% votes. The Congress remains a
marginal player with 5 per cent projected vote
share. The BJP is slated to comfortably cross the
majority mark with a projected 263 seats. This
number is 62 less than its 2017 tally. Therefore,
there is some anti-incumbency, but that loss is
not enough to unseat the party.SP will emerge
as the principal opposition party with a

projected 113 seats. BSP's vote share to seat
share conversion remains poor, it is projected to
win only 14 seats. CM Adityanath is the most
popular leader with 40% of those surveyed
naming him as preferred CM choice. Akhilesh
Yadav of SP is the 2nd most popular leader at
28% affirmation. Mayawati is placed at the third
spot with 15% affirmation rate. Yogi leads his
closest rival by close to 13 per cent popularity
rating points. Also, UP BJP is projected to lead
nearest rival SP by approximately 12% vote
share. The BJP, therefore, enjoys advantage of
popular leadership and strong vote bank in UP.

Yogi-led BJP sitting pretty in UP 
Deadly Haqqani to...

The ‘Shura’ will be vested with the executive powers,
top Taliban sources told CNN-News18. Other groups like
the deadly Haqqani network will also have a stake in
this government and Sirajuddin Haqqani is likely to be
included in the government. Baradar, who heads the Tal-
iban's political office, will be joined by Mullah Moham-
mad Yaqoob, the son of  late Taliban co-founder Mullah
Omar, and Sher Mohammad Abbas Stanikzai, in senior
positions in the government, sources told wire agency
Reuters. ‘‘All the top leaders have arrived in Kabul,
where preparations are in final stages to announce the
new government," a Taliban official told Reuters, speak-
ing on condition of  anonymity. This will be a ‘caretaker’
or an interim government until things are properly de-
fined by a new constitution to be out by the next spring
or summer, sources  added, reports News-18 .  Kabul will
remain the capital and the Taliban will not operate from
Kandahar, it has been confirmed. Haibatullah
Akhundzada, the Taliban's supreme religious leader,
will focus on religious matters and governance within
the framework of  Islam, another Taliban source said.
Hamid Karzai is unlikely to find berth in the Shura but
will assist in some advisory role. Being planned within
six to eight months is a loya jirga, or grand assembly,
bringing together elders and representatives across
Afghan society to discuss a constitution and the struc-
ture of  the future government, the source said.

Cong questions constitutional...
The BJP government removed Dhanopia from the post
but he obtained stay on his removal from High Court.
State Congress spokesperson KK Mishra said forma-
tion of  a new body reflects frustration of  BJP, which
has not been able to do anything for OBC and is now
forced to implement former Congress government’s
decision for enhanced reservation. “The new body does-
n’t have any constitutional authority,” he added.
Dhanopia too questioned its constitutional validity.
“The new body is merely a clone, devoid of  legal and
constitutional validity. It has been created to accommo-
date BJP leaders and accord status of   a minister to one
of  them . The new body or its chairman can’t interfere
in functioning of  OBC commission,” he added. State
BJP spokesperson Dr Hitesh Bajpai said the commis-
sion is constituted as per state government’s gazette
notification and has all the powers of  a commission.
“The problem with the Congress leaders is that they
don’t study government orders or gazette notifications.
They are only active on Twitter,” he added.

SC stays Kerala...
The court was hearing a petition challenging a decision
of  the Kerala High Court refusing to interfere with the
decision to hold offline exams. Advocate C K Sasi,
appearing for the state government, claimed all safety
protocols have been put in place. He submitted that the
SSLC and Class XII exams, with over 4 lakh students,
were successfully held during April this year. Even the
entrance examinations were held physically in July, he
submitted. He, however, could not respond to a query
from the bench whether the state government has taken
note of  the changes in circumstances since April. "I
have been the Chief  Justice of  Kerala, and I can say
that Kerala has one of  the best medical infrastructures
in the country. Despite that, Kerala has not been able to
contain the Covid cases," Justice Roy commented.
Justice CT Ravikumar, newly sworn-in judge from
Kerala, also remarked that to allow students from dif-
ferent parts of  the state to mingle in exam centres can
result in "super spread" of  Covid.

AAP to be single largest party in Punjab
Aam Aadmi Party is projected to become the single largest
party in Punjab with a seat share of 55 and vote share of 35
per cent. Faction ridden incumbent, the Congress is currently
in the second position with 29 per cent vote share and 42 seat
share projection. CM Arvind Kejriwal is projected as the most
popular leader in Punjab at 21.6 per cent affirmation. It is
pertinent to note that this is partly due to non-projection of a
CM face by AAP. Akali Dal chieftain Sukhbir Singh Badal is the
second most popular leader (19%), closely followed by
incumbent CM Amrinder Singh (18%).The new PPCC
President Navjot Singh Sidhu has not cut much ice with the
electorate as his popularity number (15% ) for CM choice
trails that of Bhagwant Mann of AAP (16%). Sidhu currently is
the least popular among the Big 5 of Punjab's leadership.

Right to protest and ex-
press dissent occupies a
fundamental stature in a
democratic polity and
therefore sole act of
protesting should not be
employed as a weapon to
justify the incarceration of
those exercising it, said the Del-
hi High Court on Friday, while
granting bail to five accused in-
cluding a woman in a north-
east Delhi riots case. The high
court said it is the Constitu-
tional duty of  the court to en-
sure that there is no arbitrary
deprivation of  personal liberty
in the face of  excess state pow-
er.

Justice Subramonium Pra -
sad, in five separate verdicts,
granted bail to accused Mohd
Arif, Shadab Ahmad, Fur kan,
Suvaleen and Tabass um, who
are facing prosecuti on for the
murder of  Delhi Police Head
Constable Ratan Lal during the
Delhi riots in 2020.

“It is to be noted that the right
to protest and express dissent is
a right which occupies a funda-
mental stature in a democratic
polity, and therefore, the sole
act of  protesting should not be
employed as a weapon to justify

the incarceration of  those who
are exercising this right,” the
judge observed.

The high court said the issue
which arose for consideration
was whether when an offence
of  murder was committed by
an unlawful assembly, then
should each person in the un-
lawful assembly be denied the
benefit of  bail, regardless of
their role in the unlawful as-
sembly or the object of  the un-
lawful assembly.

UAV development: India, US ink pact

New Delhi

India and the United States
have signed an agreement
for cooperation in the devel-
opment of  Air-Launched
Unmanned Aerial Vehicle
(ALUAV), in yet another step
to further expand bilateral
defence and military cooper-
ation. 

The defence ministry said
on Friday the Project Agree-
ment (PA) for ALUAV was
signed on July 30 under the
overall framework of  the De-
fence Technology and Trade
Initiative (DTTI).

The pact was signed be-
tween the Ministry of  De-
fence and the US Depart-
ment of  Defence. The min-
istry described it as a signif-
icant step towards deepen-
ing defence technology
cooperati on between India
and the US.

The PA pact falls under the
ambit of  the Research, De-
velopment, Testing and
Evaluation (RDT&E) agree-
ment between the two sides
that was first signed in 2006
and renewed in January
2015. “The PA outlines the
collaboration between Air
Force Research Laboratory,
Indian Air Force, and De-

fence Research and Develop-
ment Organisation towards
design, development,
demonstration, testing and
evaluation of  systems to co-
develop an ALUAV Proto-
type,” the ministry said.

It said the main aim of
DTTI is to bring sustained
leadership focus to promote
collaborative technology ex-
change and create opportu-
nities for co-production and
co-development of  future
technologies for Indian and

US military forces.
Under DTTI, Joint Work-

ing Groups on land, naval,
air, and aircraft carrier tech-
nologies have been estab-
lished to focus on mutually
agreed pro jects in respective
domains. 

The Ministry of Defence
and the US Department of
Defence signed a Project
Agreement (PA) for Air-
Launched Unmanned Aerial
Vehicle (ALUAV) under the
Joint Working Group Air
Systems in the Defence
Technology and Trade
Initiative on July 30.
