dent at Michigan Medicine
and the first author of the
study. “You could envision a
scenario where a patient is
averse to that risk, and so
even if a sleeve gastrectomy
doesn’t confer as much

weight loss, they may want
it because it’s the safer sur-
gery,” Howard added.

“On the other hand, if a
patient has a lot of comor-
bidities, and a bypass is go-
ing to afford a better clinical
benefit, maybe that risk is
worth it,” Howard conclud-
ed.
