




KABUL: Amrullah Saleh, who
has declared himself  acting
President of  Afghanistan,
has said that the Islamic
State-Khorasan (IS-K) has its
roots in Taliban and the
Haqqani Network.

The IS-K is said to have tak-
en responsibility for the dev-
astating bombings at the
Kabul airport on Thursday
which killed at least 90 peo-
ple, including 13 US service
members.

"Every evidence we have in
hand shows that IS-K cells
have their roots in Talibs &
Haqqani Network particular-
ly the ones operating in Kab-
ul. Talibs denying links with
IS is identical/similar to de-
nial of  Pakistan on Quetta
Shura. Talibs have learned

very well from the master,"
Saleh said in a tweet.

A Taliban official claimed
that at least 28 of  the
Afghans killed in Thursday's
attacks were Taliban mem-
bers. Evacuation of  civilians
have now been accelerated
after the attacks, a Western
security official told a global
news wire, adding flights are
taking off  regularly US Pres-
ident Joe Biden has sworn
revenge the attackers, say-
ing he would "hunt them
down". 

IS-K has ties to Taliban,
Haqqani network: Saleh

DUBLIN: The US' decision to
not extend the deadline for
withdrawing from
Afghanistan beyond August 31
has put "all of  us in a situation
which is no more under
control", French President
Emmanuel Macron said here.

Macron made the remarks on
Thursday at a joint press con-
ference with Irish Prime Min-
ister Micheal Martin during
his one-day working visit to
Dublin, reports Xinhua news

agency. Asked if  the US and its
allies have betrayed their
moral responsibility following
Washington's decision,
Macron said that he would

rather not use the word of  "be-
trayal". He said that it is not
safe for other countries to con-
tinue to carry out evacuations
due to the US decision.

"We want to work hard and
well until the very last minute
to do the maximum operations,
and be sure of  the security and
safety of  our people," Macron
added. France has so far helped
the evacuation of  2,600 people
including some 2,000 Afghan
citizens at risk.

‘US exit leaves situation no more under control’

KABUL: All the gates of  the
Kabul airport were closed on
Friday following the deadly
twin bombings a day earlier
that killed 90 people,
including 13 US personnel,
and the crowds outside have
been cleared, a witness said.

"I drove a group of  people to
the airport early morning. We
failed to reach the airport as
Taliban soldiers did not allow
vehicles to approach the air-
port, I drove them back to
their home," a cab driver Mo-
hammad Quraishi told Xin-
hua news agency.

On Thursday evening, a sui-
cide bombing rocked a gate of
the airport where a crashing
crowd was waiting for evacua-
tion flights, and later another
explosion hit the nearby

Baron Camp, a former coali-
tion base. The ensuing gun-
fight lasted for hours, accord-
ing to reports.

"The coalition forces and a
group of  Afghan security
forces who remained in the
airport after Taliban took
over shut all gates, including

the main gate, and no crowd
was seen as I saw from long
distance," Quraishi said.

Besides the victims, over 150
people were also injured in
the deadly attacks, for which
the extremist Islamic State
(IS) group claimed responsi-
bility.

Kabul airport gates closed after
twin bombings, crowds cleared

KABUL: The situation in
Afghanistan is "a crisis in a
crisis" and it will be essential
that humanitarian actors and
international community do
not close their eyes on the
ongoing crisis, said an official
of  the International
Committee of  the Red Cross
(ICRC).

Florian Seriex, spokesman
of  the ICRC, told Xinhua
news agency on Thursday
that the situation of  many
Afghan people was tragic be-
fore, and it remains so. "There
are no fights in Kabul fortu-
nately, but there were fights in
other regions, in other cities,
and as we work in the whole
country we were very con-
cerned by the issues of
fights," he said.

"It was a very worrying mo-
ment. We saw a flow of
wounded people arriving to
our hospitals. We saw de-
stroyed infrastructure, people
that lost their houses and pos-
sessions."

Seriex told Xinhua that un-
til now, the ICRC has received
guarantees from the Taliban
forces on both local and na-
tional levels that they can con-
tinue to work with the objec-
tive of  helping the Afghan
population.

"We have relations with the
Taliban for several years. We
work in places that are con-
trolled by the Taliban for a
very long time." The official
said they continue to receive
medical equipment for the

hospitals they work with. He
assured that at the moment
there are enough medical
stocks and equipment for the
46 medical centres and the two
hospitals that are managed by
the ICRC in the country, so
they can answer the immedi-
ate humanitarian needs on the
ground.

ISTANBUL: The Taliban has
asked Turkey to operate Kabul
airport but no decision has
been made yet, Turkish
President Recep Tayyip
Erdogan said Friday.

"The Taliban have made a re-
quest for us to operate Kabul
airport. We have not yet made
a decision on this matter," he
told a news conference at Is-
tanbul's Ataturk Airport be-
fore leaving for a trip to
Bosnia.

He added: "We will make a

decision after the administra-
tion (in Afghanistan) is clear."
Erdogan said a meeting with
the Taliban lasting more than
three hours took place at the
Turkish embassy in Kabul,
without saying when the
meeting took place. "If  neces-
sary, we will have the opportu-
nity to hold such meetings
again." 

The president added that the
evacuation of  Turkish troops
from Kabul, which began on
Wednesday, was ongoing. He

condemned Thursday's at-
tacks. The prospect of  Turkey
operating Hamid Karzai Inter-
national Airport after the
withdrawal of  NATO troops
was first raised in June.

CANBERRA: Starting from midnight on Friday some 7,000 truck
drivers from one of Australia's largest transport companies, Toll,
are set to go on a 24-hour national strike which could mean
disruptions to food and fuel supply chains across the country.
The drivers on strike are members of the Transport Workers Union

(TWU), and in a vote on Thursday, 94 per cent of the members
were in favour of taking industrial action, reports Xinhua news
agency. 
In a statement from TWU, National Secretary Michael Kaine said it
is "disappointing" that the months of talks have come to this.

24-hr Aus truck strike threatens supply chains WORLD 
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KABUL: Evacuation flights
from Afghanistan resumed
with new urgency on Friday, a
day after two suicide
bombings targeted the
thousands of  desperate people
fleeing the Taliban takeover
and killed more than 100.

The US warned more attacks
could come ahead of  the Tues-
day deadline for foreign troops
to leave, ending America's
longest war.

As the call to prayer echoed
through Kabul along with the
roar of  departing planes, the
anxious crowd outside the air-
port was as large as ever.
Dozens of  Taliban members
carrying heavy weapons pa-
trolled one area about 500 me-
ters (1,600 feet) from the air-
port to prevent anyone from
venturing beyond.

The bombings, claimed by
the ISIS group, injected fur-
ther panic into the final days of
an already frenzied US-led air-
lift. The attacks targeted US
forces, but hit hardest the mass
of  people fearing life under the
Taliban who converged on the
airport in a desperate bid to
board a flight out. Thursday's
bombings near Kabul's inter-
national airport killed at least
95 Afghans and 13 US troops.

BERLIN: The German defense
minister says her country has
ended its evacuation mission in
Afghanistan. Defense Minister
Annegret Kramp-Karrenbauer
said the last of the German
military aircraft and troops
arrived in Tashkent, Uzbekistan
on Thursday evening. She said
that, in all, Germany evacuated
5,347 people from at least 45
nations, including more than
4,000 Afghans. Germany hadn't
specified ahead of time when
exactly its flights would end but
other European nations are also
wrapping up their evacuation
efforts ahead of deadline.

CANBERRA: Australia's
evacuation mission from
Afghanistan has ended,
authorities said on Friday.
Australian Minister for Defense
Peter Dutton confirmed on Friday
that Australian troops have left
Afghanistan before the deadly
bombing attacks at the Kabul
airport.
The Australian government has
not been able to confirm
whether any Australians or visa
holders were injured in the
blasts, according to local media.
The Australian and New Zealand
Defense Forces flew more than
4,000 people out of Kabul.

US VOWS TO AVENGE AF ATTACK AS THREAT LOOMS 

Turkey says Taliban want it to operate airport

WASHINGTON: US President
Joe Biden has vowed to "hunt"
down the terrorists and make
them "pay" for the twin blasts
at the Kabul airport in
Afghanistan that killed 13
American soldiers and
injured 18 others, and ordered
his commanders to develop
plans to strike back at them.

"To those who carried out
this attack, as well as anyone
who wishes America harm no-
tice, we will not forgive. We
will not forget. We will hunt
you down and make you pay. I
will defend our interests and
our people with every measure
at my command," Biden said in
his remarks at the White
House on Thursday. An emo-
tional president bowed his
head for a moment of  silence
for US service members killed
in the attacks at the Kabul air-
port.  "These American service
members who gave their lives -
it's an overused word, but it's
totally appropriate here - were
heroes," said Biden, who ap-
peared to be fighting back

tears. He ordered US flags to
half-staff  across the country.

Biden said the ISIS-K was be-
hind the gruesome attack at
the Hamid Karzai Internation-
al Airport in Kabul and at a ho-
tel nearby on Thursday.

"As you all know, the terror-
ist attacks that we've been talk-
ing about and worried about
within the intelligence com-
munity, was an undertaking at-
tack by a group known as ISIS-
K," Biden said. "They took the
lives of  American service
members standing guard at
the airport and wounded sev-
eral others seriously. They also
wounded, a number of  civil-
ians, and civilians were killed
as well," he said.

g Iranian President Ebrahim Raisi urged the regional
countries to assist the formation of an inclusive government
involving all ethnic and political groups in Afghanistan,
Tasnim news agency reported on Friday.

g The US government has launched a mass COVID-19
vaccination site for arriving Afghans near Dulles
International Airport, where thousands fleeing the Taliban
are now arriving daily, a senior administration official said
Friday.

Afghanistan was "normal and under control" and it is fully
geared up to deal with any fallout of the evolving situation in
Kabul.

g Several Afghan youths stood outside the UNHCR office
in New Delhi on Friday with black tape over their mouths
and placards in their hands to demand documented
refugee status and "support letters" from the UN agency
for those seeking to move to other countries for better
opportunities.

g The Talibans new self-proclaimed chief of security in Kabul,
Khalil Haqqani of the Haqqani Network with close ties to
Pakistans ISI, was designated as a terrorist by the US 10 years
ago and is subject to a $5 million reward for information leading
to his capture.

g Russia's foreign minister says the first priority after the
evacuations from Afghanistan is to ensure security,
especially with nations bordering the war-torn country.

g The UN refugee agency is gearing up for as many as
half a million people or more to flee from Afghanistan in a
"worst-case scenario" in the coming months.

g World leaders must rapidly increase investments in
humanitarian assistance, immediately reinstate the COVID-
19 response and recovery plans, and create and fund
global coalitions to help the people of Afghanistan, and
all approaches and programs must explicitly tackle gender-
specific barriers, PMNCH Board Chair Helen Clark said.
